558. 1813 NSW, Dump type D/2. Weekly struck on 
New & South otherwise attractive gF $15,000

559. 1813 NSW, Dump type A/1. Porous surfaces and 
a striking fl aw or surface indentation on obverse 
through ‘Wales’, however a well detailed example 
with strong crown that would otherwise grade 
about VF. $10,000-$12,000

560. 1813 NSW Dump type A/1. Dark tone, a little 
weakly struck on New & South otherwise 
attractive. aVF/VF $15,000-25,000.

561. 1813 NSW,  Holey Dollar. An interesting item ex 
Tasmanian Collection being an authentic 
original Holey Dollar counterstamp but struck on 
a Pewter copy host coin of the era. Very Rare, 
possibly unique as such and a most important 
Historic Piece. F/aVG $8,000-$12,000.

562. 1813 NSW Holey Dollar, struck from a 1799 F.M. 
Charles IIII Mexico 8 Reales. (Mira 1799/11, Dies 
B/4:11/6)  Flan crack otherwise a nice 
presentable Holey Dollar. gFine. $45,000-$65,000

563. 1813 NSW Holey Dollar struck from a 1805 T.H. 
Charles IIII Mexico 8 Reales. (Mira 1805/25, Dies 
B/3:11/5). Ex. S.Ivory Auctions, 1982, Boston. 
A premium example. Dark tone and strong 
counterstamp. VF $80,000-$100,000

564. Circa 1853 Port Phillip Patten Sixpence. Struck 
in copper with plain edge. Lovely example and 
Extremely Rare. FDC. $15,000-20,000

565. 1855 Sydney Mint Type 1  Sovereign. Very Rare 
in this grade with nice fresh appearance & without 
the usual scuffy fi elds of many of the other High 
grade examples in existence. One of the fi nest 
known. UNC $65,000-85,000

566. 1856 Sydney Mint Type 1 Half Sovereign. Seldom 
ever available in uncirculated quality and Very 
Rare. UNC $45,000

567. 1899 Melbourne Victoria Veil Head Sovereign. 
One of the fi nest known for any Veil Head 
Sovereign & the best example ever sighted by 
this cataloguer. Gem UNC or FDC. $2,000-2,500

568. 1915H Shilling, George V. One of Australia’s 
Rarest Commonwealth coins & Rarely available in 
this grade. Usual soft strike otherwise 
UNC $4,100-10,000
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
